Enrolments for Years 8-12 2017

Research Participants Needed
Dr Jennifer Jolly of UNSW's
School of Education is seeking
participants for her research
study investigating The Influence
of  Parental  Beliefs on
Academically Gifted Students’
Learning Motivation and Self-
Concept. There is a common perception that
academically gifted students enjoy numerous school-
related advantages compared to other students. There is
growing evidence, however, that academically gifted
students experience a variety of external pressures that
may undermine how they define and evaluate their
academic abilities (i.e. self-concept) and produce barriers
to learning motivation. The aim of this project is to explore
the influence of parental beliefs on academically gifted
students’ learning motivation and  self-concept.
Researchers to date have relied on either parent reports
or students’ reports. Rarely have researchers
investigated parents and their children together, leaving a
current gap in the knowledge base. In this study, mothers
will be asked to fill out questionnaires related to the
expectations for her child's success in mathematics,
science, English, and sport, and assessment of her child’s
abilities in these same four content areas. Students will
be asked to fill out questionnaires related to their self-
concept and interest/enjoyment for mathematics,
science, English, and sport in order to make direct
comparisons of the parental socialisation process.
